Biographical/Historical Note: Charleston, S.C. real estate broker. He was the son of Robert
Martin Means (1854-1922) and Mary Barnwell Pinckney (1852-1939). He married Mary Battle
Parsons (b. 1905) in 1926. Means attended Sewanee Military Academy (Tenn.), and during
World War | served with the 18th Machine Gun Battalion, 6th Division. His children were Mary
Battle (b. 1927), Harriott Pinckney (b. 1931), and Sarah Parsons (b. 1949).

Scope and content: Papers chiefly consist of correspondence of William M. Means and his
daughters Mary and Harriott. Other correspondence (1894-1943) includes letters of Robert M.
Means concerning family genealogy. Correspondence (1917-1946) of William M. Means include
letters between him and his father and other family members written during his time at Sewanee
Military Academy and his military service in France in World War I; letters concerning an injury
suffered by M.I. Pekari during military service in Means' unit (18th Machine Gun Battalion);
letters concerning a miniature portrait of Mary Hutson Barnwell Means; and genealogical
correspondence. Letters (1936-1943) of Mary and Harriott Means (written from ages seven to
sixteen) include letters from camp, letters to Santa Claus, and humorous correspondence with
their father.

Other items include genealogical information concerning the Means family and related families;
and clippings. Also of note is an [honorary] commission (1851) issued to "Col. Mrs. James M.
Rhett" (Eliza M. Rhett) appointing her as an aide-de-camp to the South Carolina governor and
commander-in-chief John H. Means.
